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Summary

Numerous associ ations, newspapers, schools, and government agencies arefinding
fax publishing an efficient way to distribute information to the public or to a targeted
audience. Thisserviceisoften called a“fax-server” or “fax-on-demand.” The types of
information available by fax can include: services to the public, selected reports, press
releases, speeches, statistics, and biographical information. Recipients must have afax
machine.

These services can usualy be accessed 24 hours a day, either through atelephone
key pad or through the receiver of afax machine. By calling a contact number, a user
hears taped instructions on how to receive a menu of itemsthat can be faxed directly to
his or her fax machine. There is no charge other than for a phone call of equal length,
including any long distance phone connections that are made.
