Introduction

Reports of private and state run organizations experiencing financia difficulty in
maintaining the nation’ s historic grave sites of former U.S. Presidents caused concernin
the U.S. Congress.! Consequently, legislation was proposed in the 107" Congress to
provide federal assistance to help the various federal agencies and private and state run
organizationsinmaintaining thenation’ spresidential gravesites, but it diedin committee.
Currently, no legislation has been introduced on thisissue in the 108" Congress.

The grave sites of U.S. Presidents are either maintained by the federal or a state
government or a private organization or foundation. Privately owned presidential grave
sites can be maintained by the descendants of aformer President’s family, by a private
association or corporation, or by a church or memoria foundation. Presidential grave
sites, which arenot maintained privately, are maintained by the state government, the state
historical society or a federa government agency such as the U.S. Veterans
Administration, the U.S. National Park Service, the U.S. National Archivesand Records
Administration or the U.S. Army.

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Currently, only 10 of the 37 presidential grave sites are maintained by the federal
government.? Due to the high number of privately managed presidential grave sitesand
the cost involved in maintaining them, federal assistance may be necessary in the upkeep
and preservation of these presidential grave sites®> One of the costs currently being
absorbed by theU.S. Army istheannual presidential wreath-laying ceremony at thegrave
site on the birthday of the deceased President. Thirty wreaths are laid on the grave sites
of 29 Presidents in aformal ceremony as mandated by Army regulations. (One wreath
islaid at the Lincoln Memorial and another at the grave sitein Springfield, Illinois.) The
laying of wreaths on presidential grave sites had been atradition for many years before
it was written into Army Regulation 360-61 of October 15, 1980.*
