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Summary

Every year, the President submitsto Congress a series of volumesthat provide the
text of the President’ s proposed budget for the coming fiscal year. By law, the proposal
is due by the first Monday in February. Neither the Congressional Research Service
(CRS) nor the Library of Congress can provide giveaway copies of the budget
documents. Thisreport provides brief descriptions of the budget volumes and related
documents, together with Internet addresses, Government Printing Office (GPO) stock
numbers, and prices to obtain these publications. It also tells how to find locations of
government depository libraries, which can provideboth printed copiesfor referenceuse
and Internet access to the text. Thisreport will be updated as events warrant.

Introduction

The President’ sbudget for FY 2007 consists of amultivolume set of materialsissued
by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB). The materials contain information on
new budget proposals, summary tables, detailed financia information on individual
programs and accounts, economic analysis, historical data, explanations of the budget
processes, and supporting documents. Every year, the President submits these materials
to Congress at the start of the budget cycle for the next fiscal year. The President’s
submissionisrequired on or after the first Monday in January, but not later than the first
Monday in February (31 U.S.C. Sec. 11053).

Other budget-rel ated documentsrel eased early each calendar year includetheannual
Economic Report of the President, issued in February by the Council of Economic
Advisors, and the Budget and Economic Outlook, an annual publication issued by the
Congressional Budget Office (CBO). See below for details about these publications.

The President’s Budget Documents, Fiscal Year 2007

Both the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) and the Government Printing
Office (GPO) provide Internet access to the main and supporting budget documents,
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spreadsheet files, the public budget database, and budget amendmentsand supplementals
proposed by the President.

Thisdocument contains information and color
photos, charts, and graphs on the President’s new budget proposals and overviews of
government activitiesby agency and topic (e.g., “ Expanding Economic Opportunity,” the
“Nation’s Fiscal Outlook,” and “Managing for Results’). Summary tables (pp. 313-335)
contain projections of budget baselines, receipts, and outlays; deficits; debt; discretionary
spending; and economic assumptions from FY 2006 to FY 2011 and, in some cases, to
FY 2016.

Budget of the United States Government CD-ROM, FY2007; GPO stock
number 041-001-00628-1, $21. The FY2007 Budget CD-ROM contains the budget
documents and software required to support reading, printing, and searching the
documents; presents many of the tables in spreadsheet form; and contains the material
included on the Analytical Perspectives CD-ROM described below.

Budget of the United States Government, FY2007 Appendix; GPO stock
number 041-001-00625-7, $85, 1,296 pages. Designed primarily for the use of the
House and Senate appropriations committees, the FY2007 Appendix contains more
detailed financial information on individual programs and appropriations accounts than
any of the other budget documents. For each agency, it provides the following:

the proposed text of the appropriation language,

budget schedules for each account,

new legislative proposals,

explanations of the work to be performed and the funds needed, and
proposed general provisions applicable to the appropriations of entire
agencies or groups of agencies.

These elements are distinguished by varying the font and typeface, so that proposed
appropriations and prior year funding can be compared at a glance. The box below
provides an example from the FY2007 Appendix.

Language printed in roman type is used as a base, [brackets] enclose material
proposed for deletion, and italic type indicates proposed new language.

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Analytical Perspectives, Budget of the United States Government,
FY2007; GPO stock number 041-001-00626-5, $65, 406 pages (includes
Chapters 27 and 28 on CD-ROM). Thisvolume includes economic and accounting
and “ crosscutting” analyses of government programs and activities designed to highlight
specific subject areas and provide other significant presentations of budget datato place
the budget in perspective. It includes information on federal receipts and collections,
detailed information on borrowing and debt, homeland security funding, baseline or
current service estimates, economic assumptions, budget reform proposals, tax
expenditures, trust funds, budget systemsand concepts, and other technical presentations.
Chapter 8, “Aid to State and Local Governments,” contains a series of tables (pp. 120-
149) that provideinformation on state-by-state obligationsfor major federal formulagrant
programs.

The FY 2007 Analytical Perspectives volume includes a CD-ROM with certain
information that in previous years was published in other parts of the budget. The CD-
ROM contains Chapters 27 and 28 of the volume, which include detailed function tables,
federal programs by agency and account tables, and individual pages of program
summaries of federal agencies using the Program Assessment Rating Tool (PART).

Historical Tables, Budget of the United States Government, FY2007;
GPO stock number 041-001-00627-3, $47, 336 pages. Detailed tables cover
budget deficit/surplus, outlays, receipts, discretionary and mandatory spending, federal
debt, federal employment, payments for individuals, spending by function and agency,
and grantsto states and local governments. Provides some datafrom 1940 (or earlier) to
estimatesfor FY2011. Dataare adjusted by OMB to be consistent with the 2007 budget
and to provide comparability over time.

Economic Report of the President

Economic Report of the President, 2006; GPO stock number 040-000-
00774-1, $35, 410 pages. This year's annual Economic Report of the President,
transmitted to Congress on February 13, 2006, presentsthe Administration’ sreport onits
economic policies and contains the annual report of the Council of Economic Advisors.
Appendix B of the Economic Report includes current and historical statistics on major
aspects of economic activity (pp. 273-410). Statistics include national income and
expenditures from 1959 to 2006, government finance, popul ation, employment, wages,
productivity, prices, debt measures, corporatefinance, andinternational statistics, insome
cases back to 1929.

052-070-07472-8, $28, 189 pages. CBO’s baseline budget projections run for 10
years in its budget reports. The report includes separate chapters on the economic
outlook, outlays, and receipts. The data cover FY 2006 through FY 2016. In addition to
chapters on the budget and economic, revenue, and spending outlooks, this publication
alsoincludesaglossary and historical budget and economic data. Thereport isavailable
on the CBO website at [http://www.cbo.gov/showdoc.cfm?index=7027& sequence=0].
